From the Ogilvie Transportation Center in downtown Chicago, take Metra’s Union Pacific/West
Line to the LaFox station in Kane County. M.A. Center Chicago is within walking distance from the
station, approximately one-half mile west. Exit the station parking lot and turn right on Keslinger
Road.
